Public information on Landfill property testing 

KANNAPOLIS—Representatives of the US Army Corps of Engineers will be at the Senior Center off C Street at 6:30 p.m. on Thursday April 4th  to answer the public’s questions about planned environmental testing on  the former 8th Street Landfill property.


The testing is being conducted under the Environmental Protection Agency’s Brownfields Initiative. A ‘brownfield’ is an abandoned, idled, or under-used site where redevelopment is complicated by real or perceived environmental contamination. In this case the city of Kannapolis wants to know whether the 51-acre former landfill, once used by Fieldcrest Cannon to dispose of materials from their dye operations, is suitable for redevelopment as a park with ball fields, a greenway, and open space. 


Phase I testing at the site did not reveal any contamination. Phase II testing will be carried out from April 8th to April 12th, testing soil, stream surface water, sediment and groundwater.
