Volunteer Opportunities at W. Kerr Scott Lake
Site Host/Maintenance Volunteer:  This volunteer could be stationed or rover around to all parks. Can be discussed at a later time. The volunteer would be responsible for completing the task list below. All materials and equipment will be provided.  Volunteer may be housed at a park if site is available.  Must be able to work outdoors in summer, lift 30 lbs., walk/stand for long times; work with public. Season: April – October 
· Clean sites/ clean fire pits
· Spread/rake gravel
· Fill firewood bins
· Bathhouse checks/ light cleaning
· Landscaping – light labor
· Light maintenance – ie. Painting
· Patrol swim beaches 
· Report problems/concerns
Visitor Assistance Center Volunteer:  The VAC volunteer will be responsible for working a set schedule to maintain the front desk. The hours will be 9:00 – 4:00 M-F or 8:00 – 4:30 on Weekends and Holidays.  Season: Year around
· Work at front desk – ie. Answer phone calls, greet visitors, give information
· Stock brochures in VAC and outside VAC
· Filing/office work
· Restroom checks / light maintenance
· Daily check of museum – give tours
Trail Volunteer:  The trail volunteer will be required to walk long distance, some strenuous trails, lift 50 lbs., and work independently. All materials and equipment will be provided.  Season: April - October
· Walk trails – report problems, light maintenance – ie. Trash pick-up, remove limbs, spread gravel,
· Fill trail brochure holders
· Greet trail users – share information

Environmental Education Center/Interpretive Volunteer:  This volunteer will work in the EEC, but also may go out into the community to perform programs. The volunteer can schedule, create and perform programs, guide hikes, and classes. May work independently and/or with other volunteers/rangers.  Season: April – October

Beautification/ Safety Volunteer:  This volunteer will travel around to all areas. Landscaping may consist of planting plant s, weeding, trimming, and setting timbers. All necessary materials and equipment will be provided.  Season: April – October 
· Landscape park entrances / gatehouses
· Parking lot patrol – clean up
· Recycle bins checks – empty
· Restroom checks – vault toilets and flush restrooms
· Playground inspections
Park Attendant/Host Volunteer:  The park attendant/host volunteer will have a set schedule to maintain the gatehouse. The volunteer position is different from the campground/day use volunteer. This volunteer will be inside the gatehouse all the time except for daily patrols.  Season: April - October
· Work at gatehouse performing park attendant duties as describe, including collecting fees
· Patrol parks daily
· Clean parking lots of trash, check sites for trash, check bathrooms – will include light maintenance
· Fill brochure racks
· Check life jackets and operate life jacket loaner program
Boat Ramp Volunteer: The boat ramp volunteer can rover to all the different boat ramps to greet boaters and perform boat inspections.  The boat ramp volunteer can patrol parking lot to be visible and perform light maintenance duties. Share information with visitors.  Season: April – October
· Patrol boat ramp – include checking trash cans, cleaning parking lot, check recycling bins, - be visible
· Perform safety inspections for boaters – guidelines will be given
