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Former Camp Butner Restoration Advisory Board Meeting Set for April 26th 
WILMINGTON, North Carolina--The Wilmington District, U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, invites the public to a Restoration Advisory Board (RAB) meeting to receive updated information on ordnance clean up at the Formerly Used Defense Site (FUDS). The meeting will be held at the Butner Town Operations Center in Butner, NC from 6:30PM – 8:30PM on Thursday, April 26th.  
Items on the agenda include updates of current work, ordnance information signs, and ordnance discovery.  
Work is now beginning in Area 4C, which encompasses an approximately 126 acres and is in the general location of an impact area for heavy artillery including 105 mm to 240 mm. This site includes the ‘Mock German Village’ where live fire exercises were conducted. The site is a mix of low density residential development and undeveloped woodland. This area was returned to private use in 1947 with a deed restriction for ‘surface use only’. During this removal action, contractors will clear ordnance within a 2 acre area around each home site. Residents in the affected areas have already been informed of the removal action.
