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MEDIA ADVISORY: Public meeting set to discuss Camp Butner report 

Wilmington, North Carolina—The U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, Wilmington District, will host a public meeting to present the results of an Engineer Evaluation and Cost Analysis EE/CA study of the former Camp Butner military installation. The meeting will take place on December 16th at 6:00 p.m. in the Butner Town Operations Building at 205C West E Street in Butner, North Carolina. 


The EE/CA study began in the summer of 2000, and sought to learn the extent of contamination from unexploded ordnance remaining on the 40,000 acre site of a former World War II infantry training and redeployment installation. During the study, investigators used metal detecting equipment and sensitive mapping technology to carefully and completely sample several hundred plots of land scattered throughout the old installation lands. Thirteen unexploded ordnance items were found and destroyed, along with a large amount of ordnance scrap. 


Ordnance finds in two areas prompted Time Critical Removal Actions to reduce risks in areas where immanent threat to human life occurred. The Lakeview Subdivision was cleared of all metallic objects to a depth of 6 inches, and six unexploded ordnance items were found there. Property owned by Mr & Mrs C. W. Blalock, in the Rougemont area, has also been surveyed for a Time Critical Removal Action. 


At this time the Engineer Evaluation is complete, and the data have been analyzed to assess risks and recommend cleanup actions. The public and press are invited to hear a presentation on the EE/CA findings and recommendations.
