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Corps Begins Work at Formerly Used Defense Site, Camp Butner

   The U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, Wilmington District has begun work on a removal action at the former Camp Butner in Granville County, North Carolina.  Camp Butner was used as a training facility for infantry divisions during World War II.  The removal action is being conducted at Area 1A, which is approximately 20 acres in size and was used for flamethrower and grenade training.  The removal action consists of dividing the 20 acres into grids and surveying the area with geophysical instruments to locate potential ordnance items for identification, excavation, and disposal.  USA Environmental, Inc. is the contractor.  

    Members of the media are invited to attend a briefing of the project on Thursday, January 26 at 4:30 PM at the Town of Butner Operations Center  which is located at 205-C, West E Street, Butner, NC 27509.  Corps officials will escort them shortly after to the site which is located near the water tower in Butner.  Expect muddy conditions.   

   At 6:30 PM there will be a Restoration Advisory Board meeting at the Town of Butner Operations Center to provide information regarding the Camp Butner Project.  The public is invited to attend.
