Authorizations are also
coordinated with the North Carolina Division of Coastal Management CAMA emergency
permits (15A NCAC 7H.2500). Individuals can contact their local CAMA office for more
information. Applicants for Emergency permits should clearly identify their requests as an
emergency request for activities related to Hurricane Ophelia utilizing standard permit forms.
